Our itinerary

Nov. 10* Depart New York City on EI Al Airlines

Nov. 111 Arrive in Israel, board a comfortable charter bus and ride to Caesarea on the
Mediterranean Sea. Caesarea was one of the great cities of the Roman Empire and

served as the home of Pontius Pilate. It was where the Gospel was first taken to the

Gentiles by Cornelius, the Roman centurion (Acts 10) and one of the places Paul was

imprisoned (Acts 25-26). We will take time in the amphitheater overlooking the sea for

a time of devotions and prayer. Then i tds on
then to Tiberius to our deluxe hotel and an exquisite dinner before we turn in for the

evening.

Nov. 121 Today, we explore the beauty of the Sea of Galilee. Following a great
breakfast, we'l/ begin at Mensa Christiéthe s
resurrection. There we will have a time of worship and devotions based on John 21.

We'll proceed from there to Tabgha, the site of the multiplication of the loaves and
fishes. There we'll see one of the most famous ancient mosaics in Israel which
commemorates the event.

Next it's on to the Mount of
Beatitudes where Jesus delivered
the Sermon on the Mount. We'll
take some time here for meditation
and prayer. From there we'll drive
to the ancient city of Capernaum
where Jesus headquartered His
public ministry. We'll stand in the
very synagogue where He
preached and taught so many
years ago.

We will visit the 2000 year old boat which had been preserved in the mud of the Sea of
Galilee, discovered during the drought of 1986. Then we'll board a boat of our own to
cross the Sea of Galilee as Jesus had done so many times. We'll pause in the middle
to reflect on the miracles He performed there. When we reach the other side, we'll stop
at a local restaurant for a scrumptious lunch of St. Peter's fish (or veal schnitzel if you're
not into seafood).

After lunch, we'll head down to the Jordan River for a rededication service or to simply
put your feet into the river where Jesus was baptized if you so desire. Afterward, we'll
head back to Tiberius for a rest, dinner, and overnight.

Nov. 131 After a restful evening, we'll enjoy a wonderful Israeli breakfast at our hotel
along the shores of Galilee. Then we'll ride down into the Jordan Valley toward Jericho
where Joshua crossed into the Promised Land with his people. We'll see the caves of
Qumran where one of the most amazing archaeological discoveries of recent times was
made. And you'll have a chance to float in the Dead Sea. You can't sink there, even if
you try.

From there we'll head up to Jerusalem and stop on the Mount of Olives. We'll get our
first breathtaking glimpse of the city, the Temple Mount, and the Dome of the Rock.
We'll take time to remember what happened there, and then head to our second and
final deluxe hotel accommodations for dinner and overnight.

Nov. 141 After a hearty Israeli breakfast, we'll spend the day in and about Jerusalem.
We'll walk the Palm Sunday road, visit the Dominus Flevit (where Jesus weptd John
11:35), the Garden of Gethsemane, and then on to the Wailing Wall.
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From there we'll head into the Jewish Quarter
where we'll see the Cardo, the Upper Room,
the House of Caiaphas, and end tour day by
paying a visit to Mount Zion. Afterward, we'll
head back to the hotel for an exquisite dinner
and an overnight respite.

Nov. 151 After another amazing Israeli
breakfast, we'll head up to the Temple Mount.
The Jewish temple once stood here, but now
there are two Islamic mosques on this site.
Pastor Dave will discuss the plans to rebuild
the temple and its implications for the Second
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ComingofJesus. | n addition, wedll see the recent

Upon leaving the mount, we will head down into the "old city" to the Litostratos. This
term literally means "pavement.” It is where Jesus endured His public trial.

After spending time contemplating the passion of our Lord, we will move to the Pools of
Bethesda where Jesus healed the man who had been lame for thirty-eight years.
Following our time there, we will visit Bethlehem (the birthplace of the Savior) and the
Shepherd's Fields where they were told of His birth by the angel. After a fabulous
dinner, we'll overnight at our Jerusalem Hotel.

Nov. 161 In the morning, we'll be greeted with another spectacular breakfast and then
off to spend some time at the Israeli Museum. The museum houses the Dead Sea
Scrolls, the Ivory Pomegranate (the only extant artifact from Solomon's Temple), and
the Pontius Pilate stone from Caesarea among many other incredible archaeological
finds. Here we will also see (and have our guides explain in detail) a large model of the
ancient city of Jerusalem as it looked in the time of Jesus. This will help us to put the
sites we have visited into perspective and give us an understanding of how the city was
laid out.

From there we will go to Golgotha and the Garden Tomb where Jesus was laid following
His crucifixion. We will celebrate a special service of Holy Communion in the serenity of
the garden as we contemplate the salvation He provided for us in His death and
resurrection.

Following our time in the garden, we
will head over to our hotel for a
farewell dinner celebration in
preparation for our final day in
Jerusalem and our departure for
home.

Nov. 171 We will once again awake
to another amazing Israeli breakfast
and prepare for a free day to enjoy
the sights and sounds of Jerusalem.
You will be free to roam about the
city, barter with the shop keepers,
and get a real feel for the Jewish
culture.
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That evening, we will enjoy a final dinner together and head to the airport for our flight
back to the U.S.
